When | was elected Lord Mayor, | like so many of my
predecessors, had very clear ideas of the issues |
felt were important to the city and its citizens. Cork
is and needs to remain attractive to new investors
and key players and ensure that the City is seen as
a place to locate to and to do business in. As | write
this article, there has been a number of recent

job announcements for Cork, which demonstrates
clearly the regions ability to attract investment

All over Europe we see cities with a huge turnover of
visitors and it is not coincidence that all these popular
destinations have large areas of pedestrianisation
and shopping in their city centre. The expansion of the
pedestrian areas of the city centre must continue for
the city centre to grow and thrive. Pedestrianisation
has been a success in the areas of the city where we
have rolled it out. It is acknowledged that private
investment follows public realm developments.
2013 was the year of the Gathering. Events during
the year were the Cork Rebel & Cultural Parade (as
part of Cork Rebel week in October) and the World
Mini Games which were held throughout the city

and county in August. In January, a major summit

of Global business leaders, high level executives,
entrepreneurs and investors from the US and
Ireland convened in Cork City for the 2 day ITLG
“Silicon Valley comes to Ireland” event as part of the
Gathering. Numerous community gatherings were
held throughout the year. These Gathering events
brought a large number of visitors to the City, both
national and international, and showcased the city
as a vibrant destination for business and leisure
purposes, as well as having a welcome economic
spin-off. Indeed, the French travel bible “Le Guide
du Routard” heaped praise on Cork and urged and
recommended French tourists to visit this year.

The travel bible recognised and praised our world-
festivals celebrating music, cinema and literature,
our restaurants and pubs and the beautiful scenery
in the surrounding area. Of course, we in Cork are
already well aware of the manifold attractions of our

city. Such praise is well deserved and will encourage
more international visitors to travel to Cork.

The Council won numerous awards during the

year including the ITS Ireland Award “Recognising
Excellence in Deploying ITS”. This award honours
the most innovative, effective and influential
achievements in the intelligent transportation
systems (ITS), and was awarded for the St. Patrick
Street Sustainable Travel Measures - Traveller
Information Project.

As Lord Mayor | was delighted to accept on behalf

of the Council a major award for Cork at the Urban
Awards ceremony in London. Cork was voted the
winner in “the Great Town” category by members of
the Academy of Urbanism. The award cited Cork’s
character, people, quality of place, economy and
sustainability and is a vindication of the work all of
Cork’s stakeholders do every year. | would like to
recognise and thank the staff of Cork City Council who
co-ordinated the successful application for the award.
Cork City and County Councils won the Chambers
Ireland Excellence in Local Government Award for the
“Cork Innovates” project. Cork Innovates is a unique,
collaborative initiative which aims to actively support
job creation, the promotion of an entrepreneurial
eco-system and the support of innovative business
practices. By promoting entrepreneurship Cork
Innovates aims to position the Cork region as the
very best place to locate entrepreneurial business

in all its forms, from a local, regional, national and
international perspective.

The announcement in Budget 2014 of funding for the
development of a large scale multi-functional events
centre in Cork is welcome. The development of such a
facility here in the City will provide the local economy
with a much needed boost and will reap major
economic benefits for the region.

City Manager’s Foreword.

The general economic climate and state of the
national finances have severely impacted on the City
Council over the past three years and continued to do
so during 2013. Many of our income sources continue
to be under severe pressure, while the current
economic situation also results in increased demand
for services in many areas, further exacerbating

the pressure on the city’s finances. Within this
context we must balance the need to maintain the
competitiveness of our ratepayers and also recognise
the difficulties which many of our citizens face in
paying for some of the services we provide.

The City Council is also charged with continuing

to lead and grow the city’s economy and its social
and physical structures in an environmentally
sustainable manner. This becomes an increasingly
difficult task while at the same time operating with
significantly reduced resources. In order to maintain
a reasonably balanced approach to service delivery
and development, the Council has proactively sought
out increasing efficiencies in its operations. This

has been achieved through the active participation
of staff in managing increasing workloads on a
prioritised basis, and in achieving significant savings
in operational costs.

In 2013 the local government sector continued to
progress significant change projects such as the
transition of water services to Irish Water and
progressing nationally a range of shared services
projects. The launch of the local government reform
programme under “Putting People First”, launched
by the Minister in October 2012, will introduce
further change for the sector including the proposed
establishment of Local Enterprise Offices and Socio
Economic Committees. The city council welcomes
these initiatives in further strengthening the role and
relevance of local government and will work towards
their establishment in 2014.

In conclusion | would like to thank the Lord Mayor and
City Councillors for their support during the year and
to thank all City Council employees for their ongoing
commitment to maintaining quality services to the
public in spite of reduced numbers and financial
resources.

23 Infill Units at Kilmore
Road Lower

This housing project represents the first phase of
the City North West Regeneration which is due to
commence on site early next year. It is programmed
for completion in October 2015.

The development consists of eleven 3 storey 3
bedroom units and two 2 storey 3 bedroom units
facing Kilmore Road Lower (as illustrated in the
attached image) and ten 2 storey 3 bedroom units
facing Killiney Heights, along with a new Grotto to
replace the existing.

This particular site was chosen because of its
minimal impact on the overall City Northwest
Regeneration Plan, thus allowing it to be developed in
advance of the rest of the plan. The scheme generally
accords with the National Building Agency (NBA)
Masterplan concept and is informed by urban design
principles of scale and massing of streets.

For example, on the main residential distributary
route ie Kilmore Road Lower, a three storey scale

is adopted and the facades are all brick. Where the
access road is reduced to a smaller residential street,
ie Killiney Heights, the scale of frontage is reduced

to two stories and the facades are half brick and

half render. Other shared design principles include
the use of natural stone to all front door entrances
and the use of bay windows to improve sunlight
penetration from various orientations, particularly on
north facing aspects.

This ‘infill' scheme is treated as an extension of the
established streets, connecting into existing services
and maintaining the existing rectangular street
pattern. It is not considered in design and planning
terms, to be integral with the overall City Northwest
Regeneration Development.

Spriggs Road Housing
Regeneration

The construction of a €5 million housing development
project in Gurranabraher, which first began on site
in October 2011, is progressing well and is on course
for completion in January 2014. The regeneration

of the Spriggs Road flats along Sun Valley Drive
consists of 36 new units comprising accessible
ground floor apartments with duplexes above and

a further five new infill houses with a Community
Centre, all with dedicated parking. The project also
includes the refurbishment of two houses at the
corner of St Mary’s Place and Templeacre Avenue.
What had previously been a challenging area plagued
by anti-social behaviour, has been the target of a
well considered regeneration initiative, funded by
the Department of the Environment, Community

& Local Government and managed by the City
Architect’s Department on behalf of the Housing and
Community Directorate. Three existing rendered
blocks were stripped back to bare shells, re-roofed,
extended with new brickwork entrances and single
storey extensions to the rear and re-planned to meet
modern housing standards. A large green sloping
area to the north and east of the development has
been retained as a Park, enclosed with low railings
for improved safety and enhanced with additional
pathways and benches.

New Library at Mahon

The Abode Building, built in 1985 and located at

the intersection of Skehard Road and Ballinure
Avenue in Mahon, provided purpose-built sheltered
accommodation up until 2008. Standing in a
prominent and accessible location at the heart of

a residential area, the building was subsequently
identified as an appropriate location for a new Mahon/
Blackrock branch library and purchased by Cork City
Council.

City Architect’s Department developed a detailed
brief in consultation with the Library service, and
carried out a Feasibility Study, recommending that
the existing building was converted, extended and
adapted, aiming to provide a modern library facility at
relatively modest cost.

Design considerations included the following:

* Re-orientating the plan, to provide a prominent
entrance on the street frontage.

+ Extensions to the north and west replacing the
existing western wing, to create a new urban edge
and an improved civic presence.

« A landscaped entrance zone incorporating tree
planting, sighage, seating and bicycle parking on
Skehard Road creates a new urban node.

« Curtain-wall glazing to the entrance areas allows
views into the building and announces its function to
the public realm.

* Vehicular access and parking on the south side

is maintained and includes a second accessible
entrance to the building. By improving visibility,
passive supervision of this area from the adjacent
residential area will help to discourage trespass and
vandalism.

* Planting to the West and North connects with the
existing trees to the South creating a parkland setting
and softening the urban edge.

Reference Library gets a Makeover

The Reference Library, on the first floor of the
City Library, Grand Parade, underwent a major
enhancement in 2013.

The ‘makeover’ has achieved a more streamlined
layout, more comfortable tables, access to a power
supply at each table, improved window seating, better
shelving to house journals and newspapers, and has
replaced the odds and ends of furniture that had built
up over the years with a coherent look and reduced
glare from windows.

There are 11 extra spaces, up from 56 to 67. The bay
window desks were replaced with more comfortable
ones which match the tables. The newly fitted carpet
tiles provide both acoustic and aesthetic benefits.

Cream blinds were fitted to the windows, which stop
glare from strong sunlight at the window seats and
on the PCs, as well as giving the room a warmer look.
The new tables with light-reflecting surfaces add to
the feeling of light and space.

Cork City and County Archives -

Highlights 2013

54 new archives collections were donated including
major collections from the Port of Cork/Cork
Harbour Commissioners, Cork City and County
Councils, playwright James N.Healy, various

Town Councils, and Dripsey Woollen Mills. 7 large
collections, totalling over 3,200 documents were
catalogued in detail to allow public access, including
the papers of Mayor Richard Dowden (d1861),

the Bandon Estate Rental Ledgers, the records of
Cork Chamber of Commerce, and the City of Cork
Steampacket Company.

Almost 4,100 orders and queries were processed
from the public seeking to access archival
documents, information, and guidance.

A major genealogical resource, the records of

St. Joseph’s Cemetery, Tory Top Road, dating from
1877-1917, were put online on the Archives web
site. Other successful outreach projects included
the ‘For Liberty’ Exhibition on Cork’s Rebel Lord
Mayors for the Cork Rebel Week Gathering event,
and the Chillingworth & Levie 20th Century Cork
Architecture Exhibition and Lecture Series.

Water Services
Capital Projects:

During 2013 the City Council advanced several
important capital projects relating to water supply
across the City region as follows:

+ Council appointed a consulting engineering firm
for the replacement of old rising mains between
Lee Road Waterworks and Shanakiel Reservoirs.
It is envisaged that the consultant will assist
Council and Irish Water in progressing the project
to construction in early 2014. The existing rising
mains are of great strategic importance to the
City’s water network, as they convey
approximately 60% of the water consumed each
day in the City to high level storage reservoirs.

+ Council also appointed a firm of consulting
engineers to undertake the preparation of a
Preliminary Report and thereby advise on a
new route to construct a strategic watermain
link between Chetwynd Reservoir site, located on
the south western side of the City and the
present Lee Road Water Treatment Works. Initial
geotechnical site investigation work was
completed and the scheme advanced to detailed
design and contract document stage in late 2013.
This strategic watermain will connect the City’s
water supply network to the Cork Harbour
and City Water Supply Scheme at Inniscarra. The
provision of such a connection will provide
enhanced security of supply to the City’s
consumers in the event of any supply
interruptions at the Lee Road Water Treatment
Plant.

+ Part 8 planning approval for a new design-
build-operate Water Treatment Works at Lee
Road was achieved in 2013. This plant with the
approval of Irish Water will commence
construction in late 2014 and will have an
ultimate production level of 80 megalitres per
day.

+ The year also saw the preparation of design and
contract documents for water conservation works
in both northern low and north eastern
district meter areas of the City. Extensive ground
investigation and pipe sampling contracts were
undertaken during the year and it is anticipated
that the necessary rehabilitation contracts will be
awarded by Irish Water in early 2014.

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Homeless

In 2013, a Devolved Funding protocol for the
allocation of Section 10 funding for Homelessness
was agreed between the Department of the
Environment, Community and Local Government
and Cork City Council. Cork City Council is now the
Lead Authority for the South West Region which
includes Cork City Council, Cork County Council
and Kerry County Council. As Lead Authority in the
South West Region, Cork City Council has the overall
responsibility for the disbursement of Section 10
funding within the South West region.

A Regional Action Plan for Homeless Services in the
South West Region was adopted by Cork City Council,
Cork County Council, Kerry County Council and the
Health Service Executive, South.

Housing Construction

In 2013, Cork City Council received a reduced Capital
Allocation of €1.389m for Housing Construction, from
the Department of the Environment, Community and
Local Government. This allocation is facilitating the
completion of 3 No. infill Schemes providing 5 units of
accommodation as well as funding the final accounts
on schemes that were completed in The Meadows
Knocknacullen and Susies Field and Glentrasna, the
Glen. A further allocation in July 2012 of €1,325,000
was made for 7 no. house acquisitions in 2013.

Community Development Grants

Cork City Council approved grant aid of €218,000 to a
wide variety of community groups. This included:

The Northwest Regeneration includes a suite of
projects to provide high quality housing and improved
tenure mix, high quality built environment, improved
social infrastructure and improvement in the
economic circumstances of the area and its residents.
The first phase is underway with the relevant site
substantially vacated.

Fabric Upgrade to Improve Enerqy
Efficiency

During 2013 the City Council availed of grant
assistance from the Department of the Environment,
Community and Local Government for the retrofitting
of energy efficiency measures to 414 dwellings. These
measures included attic insulation, pumped cavity
wall insulation and draught proofing. It is anticipated
that Department of the Environment, Community and
Local Government funding will again be provided to
continue this initiative in 2014, and the City Council
would hope to retrofit approximately 600 further units
in 2014.

Similarly, under the SEAl Warmer Homes Scheme,
63 dwellings without any central heating had central
heating systems installed along with the other
energy efficiency measures. It is expected that fabric
upgrade funding in excess of €1m will be made
available in 2014 and will be represented in the
Capital Account.

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Customer Relationship Management

During 2013 the ICT & BS Department undertook an
extensive review of the two CRM products supported
by the LGMA (Microsoft Dynamics and Sugar CRM).
Having compared the functionality and the initial and
ongoing support costs for both products Microsoft
Dynamics CRM was identified as the most appropriate
solution for Cork City Council. Following on from this
decision version 2013 of this software was purchased
and installed on City Council servers. The Roads
Directorate Customer Service Request CRM solution
was upgraded to V2013 and additional functionality
to enhance the solution was added. Work then began
on delivering a Litter Fine CRM system which will
include for the first time in Cork City Council Mobile
CRM on Android tablet devices as part of the solution.
This system was designed and developed in 2013

and will go live in Q1 of 2014. Upon completion of the
Litter Fine CRM system all other Service Requests

in the Environment & Recreation Directorate will be
incorporated into a Directorate wide CRM solution.

Single European Payments Area

The Single European Payments Area (SEPA) required
the implementation of IBAN and BIC codes for
accounts to replace the existing Bank Account and
Sort Codes. This involved modification to our payroll
application Core and our financial management
system JD Edwards. As all interfaces with the banks
needed to reference these new IBAN and BIC Codes.
These modifications required extensive testing before
going live in November 2013, well before the deadline
of February 2014. A body of works was also required
in ensuring that all bank accounts on our databases
were SEPA compliant and this involved liaising with
staff and various banks.

Enterprise Content Management

The increased emphasis on shared services and
inter-agency collaboration has led to challenges
including document management and exchange,
document versioning, work-flows and calendar
synchronisation for the projects that have been
initiated. In 2013 the ICT and Business Services
department deployed the Alfresco Open Source
Enterprise Content Management (ECM) solution to
meet these requirements. A number of successful
pilots were completed including projects such

as the Campus Generator, involving a number of
internal departments and external service providers.
Documents for Senior Management Team, Smart
Cities Committee and Regional CIO Committee have
been published using the solution and are accessible
by a number of technologies including tablet devices.
The collaboration and accessibility options offered
by the solution, in particular the facility to securely
access the information using any number of devices
and locations, has led to the City Fire Service
considering it for the ongoing administration and
publication of the Major Emergency Plan. It is also
planned to publish agendas, minutes and other
information for City Council meetings, reducing the
printing requirements. The ECM has been deployed
and configured to allow it be used by Cork County
Council and other authorities as a shared service
offering.

Global Technology Leaders Summit - January 2013

The ITLG Summit was the first major Gathering event of the year for Cork, and showcased Cork’s impressive
technology and business landscape to a delegation of over 40 US investors and senior level executives. It

was organised by a partnership involving Cork City Council, Cork Chamber, UCC and CIT along with the ITLG.
Combining keynote speeches with panels on healthcare; education and skills for Ireland’s tech industry; and

big data and cloud, the conference featured contributions from a range of global industry leaders. In addition to
participating in the conference on 22nd January, delegation members also attended a welcome breakfast hosted
by the Lord Mayor of Cork; a dinner hosted by UCC on 21st January; participated in pitch camp sessions at CIT;
visited EMC, Dell, McAfee, the Tyndall National Institute and the Rubicon and Nimbus Centres at Cork Institute of
Technology.

Over 550 delegates attended the conference, including representatives of technology companies across Ireland.
The conference was also watched online by thousands of people worldwide.

Fifteen companies participated in a Technology Showcase in the Millennium Hall - including EMC, Magnet,
Flextronics and Wistek. UCC spin-out medical firm Mitamed beat off stiff competition from other college spin out
companies to win the University Challenge Award for its pioneering work in cancer therapy.

The summit also featured pitch camps, with 48 companies [shortlisted from over 200 applicants) invited to pitch
their innovative technology solutions to the investor panels who met in CIT's Nimbus Centre. Twenty start-ups

in the area of mobile, biotech, cloud, social media and gaming software were selected to visit Silicon Valley to
meet other investors in May 2013, including four Cork companies - Metabolomic, Zeto, 3Pro EnergyWatch Ltd and
AnaBio Technologies Ltd.

The event generated substantial media and press coverage, including features on RTE 6.01 news, RTE today TV
show, RTE radio, Newstalk, Today FM, Irish Times, Independent, Examiner and Silicon Republic, as well as various
online and local press and media. Social media reach was in the millions and the summit trended to number three
in the world on Twitter.

Cork
was shortlisted for the award from a long list of over 70 locations. The shortlisting process was followed by a visit
from the assessment panel to Cork in August 2013.

Over 100 local
businesses, enterprise agencies and dignatories
attended the conference, and 70 local businesses
took stands at the business expo to showcase their
products and services. The Northside for Business
initiative is designed to act as a catalyst for positive
action, and to celebrate the many vibrant and
successful businesses that are the core and strength
of the region.

Retailers in the northside benefited from a retail
development programme, supported by Cork City
Enterprise Board and run by leading retail adviser
James Burke. The programme gave retailers the
opportunity to look ahead to a brighter future by
focusing on a range of areas including developing
sales growth strategies, strategic retail management,
negotiation and developing world class customer
service and visual merchandising and display. To
end the year, Northside for Business partnered
with a range of local groups to present A Northside
Christmas; a jam-packed programme of events
and activities to celebrate Christmas across the
Northside.

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CorkMEET 2013

Launched in 2009, CorkMEET is a unique business
networking forum which affords local, national and
international companies the opportunity to meet and
explore new business partnerships and has promoted
Cork as a key business networking hub.

CorkMEET is organised by Cork City and County
Councils, Cork City and County Enterprise Boards,
Cork Chamber and Enterprise Europe Network. In
2013, Cork MEET took place on 10th -12th April,
combining a programme of 1.5 days of one to one
meetings and a business conference attended by
580 companies. This three day business event seeks
to stimulate and promote economic activity and
development in the region and ensure SME’s have a
platform to network and promote their products and
services to a wide audience.

In the year of The Gathering, there was a particular
focus on attracting businesses from outside the
Republic of Ireland. Organisers partnered with
InterTradelreland in order to offer companies on both
sides of the border, unique opportunities to source
new networks and partnerships during the three days
of CorkMEET 2013.

Each CorkMEET delegate attended up to 16 pre-
scheduled, one to one meetings - resulting in an
overall number of 5,492 formally scheduled meetings
(in addition to many networking opportunities,
informal meetings etc).

CorkMEET 2013 included a business conference-
“Connections That Matter”. This conference featured
international speakers, including Deirdre O’Connor
(MD, Goldman Sachs); Bill Liao (Co-Founder,
Coderdojo); Susan Hayes (The Positive Economist).
CorkMEET also included a Gourmet Food Fair,
showcasing artisan Irish foods, as well as information
stands on supports for businesses and workshops

on public procurement opportunities in Cork City and
County Councils.

Other highlights from 2013 included:

+ Ecowell Conference and Learning City process
- City Hall, September 2013 and Beijing,
November 2013

Working with the City of Cork VEC, CIT, Cork Environment
Forum and the HSE, Cork City Council supported the
EcCoWell Cities for the Future conference in City Hall on
26th-27th September. This two day international event
attracted 253 delegates from across the globe to explore
ways to create cities which offer their citizens a better
quality of life. The conference showcased good practice
in Cork and prompted UNESCO to invite the Deputy Lord
Mayor of Cork Cllr Lorraine Kingston to its International
Conference on Learning Cities in Beijing in November.
Cllr Kingston was part of the panel which drafted the
UNESCO Beijing Declaration on Building Learning Cities
which was adopted at the conference.

+ Signing MOU with Shenzhen Municipal People’s
Government - November 2013

Cork signed a partnership agreement with Shenzhen
on 17th November to complement its Sister City
relationship with Shanghai and partnerships with
Wouxi and Hangzhou. The agreement was signed

by the Lord Mayor, CllLr. Catherine Clancy and the
Mayor of Shenzhen, Mr. Xu Qin. The Lord Mayor also
delivered a keynote address to the World-class High-
Tech Industrial Park International Conference on the
theme “Creative and Innovative Cork”.

+ EU China Urban Forum and Exhibition - Beijing,

Major capital projects were advanced at a cost of
€23.2m. Schemes included the following:

+ The N40 South Ring Road, Sarsfield Road to
Bandon Road, Road Improvement Scheme
reached substantial completion in 2013. The new
roadways were fully opened to traffic in July 2013,
providing a freeflow dual carriageway between
the Jack Lynch Tunnel and the N22 west of
Ballincollig.

+ The Hollyhill Access Road, designed to facilitate
the further expansion of industrial activity in
the area, was completed in May 2013. This new
0.85km long two lane roadway with associated
footpaths, cycle lanes, boundary treatments,
landscaping, & public lighting, links Harbour View
Road to Kilmore Heights.

+ Skehard Road Improvement Scheme near the
Well Road junction was completed in January
2013. The scheme consisted of new carriageways,
cycle lanes, bus lanes, public lighting and
upgraded footways.

+ Barrack Street Renewal Scheme Phase 1 from
Cove Street to Reed’s Square was completed
in March 2013. This public realm improvement
included new high quality carriageway, footways
and public lighting.

+ Cork Cycle Network Phase 1: Douglas to City
Centre was completed in July 2013, thereby
providing cycle lanes and related facilities along
the Douglas Road, South Douglas Road and other
roads linking to the City Centre.

+ Parnell Place Renewal Scheme and Cork Cycle
Network Phase 2: UCC to City Centre were
commenced in August 2013 for completion in
2014.

Asset Management & Maintenance
Division

The Jack Lynch Tunnel Upgrade works to comply
with the European Directive 2004/54/EC entitled
Minimum Safety Requirements for Tunnels in the
Trans European Road Network Regulations continued
in 2013. The fireproofing of walls and roof of tunnel
were completed in January and the installation/
upgrade of the different communication equipment
was completed in February. The design of the Scada
upgrade commenced in February and by the end of
year, the Factory Acceptance tests were completed.
The installation of the new SCADA will commence in
early 2014 as well as the installation of new tunnel
barriers. The cost of the upgrade works referred to
amount to €7.5m and the National Roads Authority
funded same.

+ Plate No. 1 illustrated the fireproof boards bolted
to the Tunnel walls, new emergency lighting at
the emergency exits and new painting
highlighting the emergency exits.

+ The construction of a Salt Barn was completed
at Spring Lane, Ballyvolane in 2013. This facility
was funded by the NRA and provides strategic
storage of up to 800 tonnes of salt for winter
maintenance operations. A small depot building
and a garage for the storage of salt spreaders
was also included in the facility.

« City Centre Movement Strategy - Assessment of
Brian Boru bridge proposals
Investment: €23K
The objective of the project was to access the
alternate traffic management plans for Brian
Boru Bridge and Brian Boru Street to include
possible introduction of cycle lanes. The project
assessed the impact of the design solutions
on both the existing traffic conditions and on the
proposed design under the city centre movement
strategy.

Brian Boru Bridge

+ Coach parking review for Cork City Centre
Investment: €14k
The objective of the Coach parking review
project is to review use of existing coach parking
in St Patrick’s Quay and to identify appropriate
coach stops and parking facilities for coach tour
organisers, hotel drop off’s and privately operated
scheduled bus services. The review is being taken
out taking into consideration the proposed
changes recommended in the City Centre
Movement Strategy.

+ Development of Regional Transport Model Phase 1
Investment: €88.5K
The objective of the Regional Transport Model is
to extend coverage of the CASP transport model
to include all of Cork City, Cork County and Kerry.

Phase 1 of the project involves the zone system
development and the road network development.
Further development phases will follow on
thereafter. The new regional model will be
consistent in approach methodology and
software platforms as the other regional models
being developed. The completed model will
result in the obtaining of up-to-date state-of-the-
art transportation assessment tool for the

South West Region which will have superior
public transport, demand modelling and highway
assessment capabilities and enable.

Green Route Asset Management

(Investment): €76.5K

Metrics:

Maintain functionality of Grange to City Centre
green route. This scheme was undertaken

to implement a regime which would ensure the
continued successful operation of the Green route
by reinforcing the Traffic signage already in place.
The scheme assists the objective of the CASP
strategy to promote Public Transport as a
sustainable mode of transport and to encourage a
modal shift from modes of private transport.

Green Route Junction Improvements
Investment: €39.2k

Metrics:

Initial Designs completed.

The initial design of each scheme is completed.
Detailed design and part 8 planning permission is
being prepared for the first scheme at Thomas
Davis Bridge.

On completion these improvement schemes will
facilitate improved speeds and efficiencies in
Public Transport.

Schemes will also significantly improve safety for
pedestrian and cyclist movement in the areas
with measures improving accessibility for all.

The works have ensured a safer environment
for pedestrians and cyclists and will build on

the behavioural change programme currently
being undertaken with the schools within the St
Patrick’s campus.

+ Behavioural Change Project - Schools and
Workplace Travel Plans Total spend in 2013 -
€21,440

This project seeks to bring about, over time,

a modal shift to more sustainable travel (walking,
cycling, and public transport) on the journey to
school and to the workplace.

Scope: Engaging with schools and workplaces
to raise awareness of and promote sustainable
travel modes and development of school and
workplace travel plans.

Purpose: Create modal shift to more sustainable
travel modes in line with Smarter Travel policies.

Expected Benefits: Reduction of traffic congestion
at schools and workplaces, reduction of
emissions, increase in active travel, healthier
workforce and students.

In schools a number of measures are undertaken
including education and awareness programmes,
advice and assistance on school travel plans,
promotion of cycle to school, bike maintenance
classes, cycle training, bike parking, promotion
of walking, Park and Stride, public transport

and car pooling among students and staff. A
similar programme is undertaken in relation to
workplaces.

During 2013, the schools that had participated

in the Smiles Project were contacted and

offered support to encourage continuation of the
successes achieved in that project. This included
the further development and implementation

of their school travel plans and a continuation

of promoting sustainable travel. In addition, a
number of new primary and secondary schools
were identified and engaged with, in particular
in the Douglas and Gardiners Hill areas, with
varying degrees of commitment. Businesses
ranging in size between 80 and 250 employees
have been approached and to date just one has
committed to changing their travel habits, and
to reduce car use. The Behavioural Change
Project is one that involves a change of mindset
and a continued programme of engagement with
schools and workplaces will bring about a modal
shift over time.

Cycling & Walking Strategy - Improved Facilities
Investment: €210k

Metrics:

Substantial completion

The improved pedestrian facilities on Churchfield
Avenue and Ringmahon Road will provide safer
pedestrian access to local services and the public
transport network.

The location at Churchfield Avenue includes

an adjacent small green area and footpaths.
Improved pedestrian facilities and street lighting
would provide access for residents to nearby

bus routes. The perception in terms of personal
security will be enhanced with the provision of
improved street lighting at both locations.
